PLATE 1: 

TITLE: CUP LIKE STRUCTURES/FLRAES
SENTENCE: The church will be cut and separated by a series of space enclosing or cup like structures creating an outer wall around the perimeter of the church

PLATE 2: 
TITLE: FIRST MODEL OF THE ROOF LANDSCAPE
SENTENCE: covering the main spaces above the alter. These flares will act almost as a roof landscape creating a visually open space above the main alters.
PLATE 3: 
TITLE: PLAN OF 0 LEVEL SHOWING DETAILS OF THE FLOOR PATTERN
SENTENCE: walking underneath the green landscapes the entrances are marked with a series of raised steps, which mark the very beginning of the church 

PLATE 4: 
TITLE: PLAN OF +1 LEVEL SHOWING DETAILS OF ENTRANCES TO THE MAIN CHURCH
SENTENCE: these raised landscapes mark the main entrances to church passing through the cup structures of the chapels and confessionals.

PLATE 5: 
TITLE: FLOATING ROOF ABOVE THE ENTRANCE
SENTENCE: this progression of spaces to the point of arrival to the high massive roof resting on thin feet would leave the impression of lightness and floating

PLATE 6: 
TITLE: PROGRESSION IOF THE FEET OF THE COLUMNS
SENTENCE: a series of studies regarding the geometry of the column shows the different categories of the feet reduced to small area (looking from left to right)

PLATE 7: 
TITLE: PLAN OF +15 LEVEL SHOWING DETAILS OF THE GEOMETRIES OF THE COLUMNS

SENTENCE: there will be 12 columns making the space of the main church and around the alter, almost each column will have different geometry creating a different twisting effect within itself

PLATE 8: 
TITLE: PLAN OF THE CEILING AND THE LANDSCAPE
SENTENCE: looking at the plan, a progression from the low rising landscapes to the densely packed cup structure to the open and floating space of the vaults creates a hierarchy of spaces

PLATE 9: 
TITLE: FLOATING ROOFS ABOVE THE NAVE

SENTENCE:  the roof of the new church will be constructed from series f vaults, these vaults or flares will grow from the initial blade like feet of the ground plan and eventually developed in to wide massive series of vaults
PLATE 10: 
TITLE: VAULTS I
SENTENCE:   Each one of the vaults or flares is an individual element within a whole supporting its own weight by adjusting itself to its neighbouring flares

PLATE 11+12+13: 
TITLE: PLAN SERIES_01
SENTENCE:  a series of plans shows the evolution of the pattern to the column and the roof, the aim was to understand the 3 elements on the site in relation to each other

PLATE 14:

TITLE: VIEW OF THE ROOF LOOKING TOWARDS THE ENTRANCE TO THE CHURCH FROM ABOVE THE FLARES
SENTENCE:  The imposing off all the layers becomes the church; this is a view looking from above on top of one of the flares to one of the schools on the site 

PLATE 15:

TITLE: AXONOMETRIC OF THE CONSTRCUTION OF ONE INDIVIDUAL FLARE
SENTENCE:  the vertical plains would be a series of 2d wooden panels which will be laminated .these laminates will be placed in to the joints on teh ribs to be firmly held in place

PLATE 16:

TITLE: SECTION THROUGH ONE FLARE MIRRORED 

SENTENCE:  this is a mirrored section playing with the idea of the thin feet and the massive section of the roof resting on it.

TITLE: INTERIOR VIEW LOOKING TOWARDS THE ALTER
SENTENCE:  this view shows the chapels and confessionals around the alter .each element is almost by itself semi attached to its neighbouring components creating a detachment feeling in the building.
